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Build Your Team 
 
Teams are the backbone of Bowl for Kids’ Sake.  They focus the strengths and inspiration of 
their members to reach far greater goals than most individual bowlers can achieve.  With a goal 
of 1,500 bowlers, it is nearly impossible for BBBS staff to personally assist, motivate and 
encourage every Bowl for Kids’ Sake participant.  As a team captain, you become the critical 
link between the people who truly make this event a success (the bowlers!) and Big Brothers 
Big Sisters.   Thank You!  

 
 
As a Team Captain, you can: 
·  Create competition  and camaraderie through fundraising and bowling challenges 
·  Celebrate a sense of accomplishment among team members as they reach fundraising 

Milestones along the way 
·  Monitor the fundraising progress of each individual bowler and your Team as a whole 
·  Send encouraging emails  to Team members to help raise money 
·  Assist team members  in setting up their online personal donation page and implementing 

fundraising tools (emails, letters, phone calls, etc.) 
 
Employer Engagement 
As a Team Captain for a company-based team, here are a few additional ideas to help you be 
even more successful: 
 
·  Highlight Big Brother/Big Sister Colleagues.  Nothing speaks louder than a personal 

story.  Send a company-wide email to identify anyone who has been touched by the Big 
Brothers Big Sisters organization: current/past Big Brothers or Big Sisters, current/past Little 
Brothers or Little Sisters, parents of current/past “Littles”, etc..  Highlight these personal 
stories in emails, flyers, etc. (It works even better with pictures!) 

·  Human Resource Dept.   Notifying your H.R. department as well as company leadership 
to make them aware of their employees’ efforts to support Big Brothers Big Sisters. 

·  Matching Gifts.   Check with your Human Resource department to determine if your 
organization matches donations to not-for-profit agencies.  Often, participants can double 
their contributions!  Please contact BBBS if we can be of assistance. 

·  Volunteer Civic Committee.   Many companies have set up volunteer and/or charitable 
contributions committees to streamline fundraising and community involvement.  Contact the 
leader of this group and introduce Bowl for Kids’ Sake.  See if you can attend one of their 
meetings to recruit bowlers and get fundraising support. 

·  Vendors.   Does your office have an on-site cafeteria or preferred caterer? How about 
your telecommunications provider or payroll service provider?  What services do you use 
regularly? These companies are great sources for donations.  

·  Letter from CEO/Leadership.   Ask your CEO to get involved!  Have the CEO write a 
letter of encouragement or thanks, host a special lunch just for BFKS participants, include 
leadership in your BFKS bowling team….get creative and have fun!

1.  Relax and realize how EASY it is!  For our March bowling fundraiser, the average bowler 
raised $230 just by asking friends and family to donate. 
 
2.  Get competitive!   Challenge your co-workers to a friendly competition over who can raise the 
most money. 
 
3.  Email your friends and family (twice).  Let them know why you’re bowling to support Big 
Brothers Big Sisters and ask them to send a check to you or directly to Big Brothers Big Sisters 
SEPA. 
 
4.  Start a team of other coworkers, students or friends to join you and bowl, make it a group 
effort. 
 
5.  Scroll through your cell phone list and call people to ask them to donate 
 
6.  Ask us for help!  We’re here to encourage you, motivate you and make this fun.  Last year 
our staff raised more than $50k through Bowl For Kids’ Sake. 
 
7.  Think about the children you’ll be helping.  Think about the 4300 kids we served last year 
and the 7500 kids we hope to serve by 2010.  Behind each number, behind each dollar, is 
another child who can benefit from a Big Brother or Big Sister mentor in his/her life. 
 
8.  Be a champion!  Not a champion BOWLER, but a champion within your company and/or 
community. Encourage other people to get involved too. 
 
9.  Think about the friends that you’ve donated to (for walks, fundraisers, etc.).  It’s their turn to 
support you!   
 
10.  Remember that it’s not about bowling; it’s about raising money and having FUN to help 
kids.  These kids are your neighbors, your children’s classmates or even your future employees.
